Our School Day 
Our school day starts at 8.50 am and finishes at 3.15pm 

Children need to be lined up at the classroom door for 8.50am. Your child’s 

class teacher will come out and take the children in. Parents are asked to 

leave their children and not come in to school. Children arriving late will need 

to be brought to the main reception.  

Everyday every class has snack time when you can have water, milk and fruit. 

Fruit is provided by school and is a different choice every day.  

Our dinnertime is 12 – 1.15pm. Dinners are served in the school hall and we have 

two dinner sittings. You can either have a school dinner or you can bring a 

packed lunch from home.
